XTuition fees at national universities in Germany are generally free. (At LMU Munich, tuition fee has been free since the 2013/14 Winter Semester, but a Munich Student Union fee of €100~
€350 is required each semester.) The ratio of state subsidy to the total revenue of LMU Munich is approximately 70% (excluding the hospital).

XTuition fees at national universities in France are generally free. (An annual registration fee of approximately €170 is required.) The government provides an average annual subsidy of about
€10,000 per student. The ratio of government subsidy to the total revenue of PSL University Paris is approximately 60%.
